JACK’'S JUG TROPHY

To be awarded annually for the best projected digital image entered under the following
rules:

The competition is open to projected digital images except those awarded Certificates of Merit in
any Federation competition in the current or previous seasons.

The entry is limited to two images per competitor, to be submitted in one season only.

The judge will be invited to award the trophy and up to three Certificates of Merit.

AUDIO-VISUAL CHALLENGE TROPHY
Purchased by the Federation (1985)

To be awarded to the winning presentation entered in the Federation Audio-Visual
Competition.

The competition may be held annually or biennially at the committee’s discretion, and is for
sequences of projected images accompanied by sound, projected to a single screen.

The judge will award the trophy to the winning sequence, and up to three Certificates of Merit.

At the discretion of the organisers, there may be, in addition, a competition for club sequences.
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
